To celebrate the release of their new CD album, ‘A Piece of This Life’, singer-song writing duo Richard Adams & Dave Greaves, are preparing for an extraordinary concert at The University of Hull in May.

The evening will be a totally unique event for Hull, incorporating live acoustic music and performance art. The duo, augmented by the four other musicians who played on the album, will be accompanied on stage by acclaimed painter, Patrick Burke. 
Simultaneously creating live abstract paintings, Patrick will interpret the mood of the individual songs in oil on canvas, live on stage.
But this is not a ‘high-brow’ event it is an evening where evocative music intertwines with images in a unique and engaging way.
Patrick Burke’s emotive paintings are sought-after from New York to London with his abstract pieces selling for thousands in galleries and on-line.

Dave Greaves will be returning to his native Hull for the first time in quite a while.  An ever-popular part of Hull’s music scene, Dave has been responsible for bands such as Rainmaker (who toured extensively throughout the Britain & Europe as part of the Island Records roster); The Stops; Cheap Thrills; The Roustabouts (with brother M.G Greaves) and the hugely popular Purple Gang.
The new Adams & Greaves CD has been garnering some sensational reviews:

The unique event will take place on FRIDAY 11th MAY 2007 in the University of Hull’s Middleton Hall Theatre and will be further enhanced by the inimitable singer-songwriter, Holly Jazz Lowe. This is a rare chance to see Holly in her home town as she is currently wowing audiences on the London circuit. She will be playing an all-new acoustic support set before taking her place with Adams & Greaves’ band. 
The band musicians are Nina Chrysaffi on cello, Dave Lowe on bass, Holly on keyboards & vocals and Paul Tilley on drums & percussion.

Doors will open at 7.30pm with a licensed bar and the concert will start at 8.30pm. 
The album, released on the new indie StoneTrax label, is a thirteen track, strong emotive statement; acoustic based and includes an eight page lyric booklet that features 13 of Patrick Burke’s original paintings. 
Both Adams & Greaves are much respected singer-songwriters having a wealth of experience behind them.
Adams is one half of the popular duo, Stony (the duo once described as being capably of “Breaking every emotional bone in your body”) and is renowned for his spine tingling vocal ability and evocative melodies.  Former albums include: ‘Cigarettes & Fairytales’ ‘Burgundy Blue’ and ‘There’s More to Life Than Cauliflower’.
Now based in Scarborough, Richard has tirelessly toured Britain and Europe and has shared the stage with artists as diverse as Judy Tzuke, Boo Hewerdine, Clive Gregson, Benny Gallagher, Kieran Halpin, Vin Garbutt and many more, in varied venues including theatres, folk clubs, biker’s rallies, festivals, and acoustic music clubs.
Hull’s own Dave Greaves is a highly experienced guitarist and singer-songwriter with songs unnerving in their honesty and integrity and a strong reputation in Hull built on decades of quality musical output.  Previous albums include ‘Up Through My Window and into my Feet’  ‘The Bright Side of Melancholy’ and ‘Me & Lucky’. 
Whilst signed to Island Records in the 70's, Greaves’ recordings were produced by the legendary Muff Winwood.  He has also worked with such luminaries as John Martyn, Nick Drake, Sandy Denny and Chrissie Hind.
